1st.  If you are not chosen, we will contact you to see if you wish to be put on the wait list. If you want 
to ride with a spouse or a bus partner, please sign up together with one check. This way you will be 
assigned together. Only 2 seats can sign up (enter lottery) together. All NBBC trips are Non-refundable,



participate at your own risk.  If you want to request seats with other members please read the trip 
registrations form.
 
Trip Description: 
 
Upham Beach is located on the Gulf of Mexico on the beautiful white sand of St. Pete Beach.  It is a 
short walk from the parking lot to the shore.  If you enjoy a stroll, head north a small distance to the 
mouth of Blind Pass which has a rock jetty.  It is a great location for fishing, surfing and possibly you 
will see dolphins playing nearby. 
 
Amenities: Restrooms, outdoor shower, concession stand (Paradise Grille), chair/umbrella rentals (first 
come/serve) are all available.  Although this is a public beach there will not be a lifeguard.  You can 
spend the day enjoying the beach with no need to travel beyond. 
 
For the more adventurous it is only 3-4 blocks to Gulf Blvd where you can jump on the Trolley if you 
want to head further north to John’s Pass or Clearwater.   If you are searching for shops, just a 10-
minute walk away is the historic Corey Avenue Shopping District.  You will find a mix of unique 
boutiques, galleries, gifts, home furnishings and restaurants.  Just be sure to get back in time for the 
bus.

Masks are optional.  No vaccination required but is highly recommended.  Water, coffee, soda, (with a 
lid) and snacks are permitted on the bus.  No ice cream or popcorn is permitted.
